ELECRIC BIKE AND SCOOTER REGULATIONS
· Provide copy of chart, explain purpose and ask for feedback on a few key questions:
· What do we not want on sidewalks? Some cities fairly permissive, but Brentwood banned all motorized alternative vehicles and gas-powered minibikes/go-karts. 
· What do we not want on major roads? Currently just alternative vehicles and EPAMD. What do not want on roads at all?
· What age restrictions do we want? Currently, driver’s license for class 3 ebikes and at least 16 for EPAMD. Do we want it by major road? Brentwood required driver’s license for scooters, if operated on a road. 

TRAFFIC CALMING POLICY DEVELOPMENT
· Just note here that you will be working to develop a draft traffic calming policy doc that will guide how we process requests from residents, will bring to them for feedback at next meeting. 

FUTURE MEETING SCHEDULE
· Afternoon time works well for staff, but difficult for elected officials. Looking to avoid adding another evening meeting. Other option is before regular board meeting. 
· Frequency – monthly? Bimonthly? Quarterly once established.
