MINUTES
TRAFFIC SAFETY COMMITTEE
MARCH 5, 2026 – 4 P.M. 

MEETING CALLED TO ORDER
A meeting of the Traffic Safety Committee of the City of Glendale was held on Thursday, March 5, 2026. City Administrator Frank Johnson presided and called the meeting to order at 4 p.m.

ELECTRIC BIKE AND SCOOTER REGULATIONS
Mr. Johnson provided an overview of a chart he had prepared that outlined where various types of electric bikes and alternative vehicles may be operated in the City under the proposed ordinance. The Committee agreed to recommend prohibiting the use of Class 3 Electric Bikes on sidewalks and the use of electric scooters, alternative vehicles and Electric Personal Assistive Mobility Devices (EPAMD) on major roads in Glendale. The Committee noted that with no parks or trails In Glendale, it did not make sense to be overly restrictive. 
The Committee also recommended requiring a driver’s license to operate a Class 3 Electric Bikes and to be 16 years of age or older to operate an EPAMD. Mr. Johnson stated that he felt he had enough direction to prepare a draft ordinance for approval for the Board of Aldermen. 
TRAFFIC CALMING POLICY DEVELOPMENT
Mr. Johnson stated that one of the initial goals of the group would be approve a traffic calming policy that could outline the City’s process for dealing with resident requests for traffic calming, particularly in regard to traffic calming infrastructure such as speed humps. He stated that he would be preparing a draft policy for the committee’s review and input. 
Chief Beaton added that the policy should place an emphasis on using data to make decisions. He also provided information on portable speed cameras that the City could purchase to unobtrusively record speed data. 
Mayor Wilcox stated that the City has many different options and tools that it can use to address speeding and safety complaints, and that he wanted the Traffic Safety Committee to take a holistic approach when developing strategies and solutions. Mr. Johnson added that this can be emphasized in the traffic calming policy by including a toolbox or menu of strategies for the Traffic Calming Committee to consider for each request. 
Mr. Johnson recommended that Chief Beaton include up to $5,000 for the purchase of the speed cameras in his upcoming capital budget request for FY27. 
FUTURE MEETING SCHEDULE
The Committee agreed to schedule future meetings to take place at 6 p.m. on nights with regular Board of Aldermen meetings. The Committee discussed having a monthly meeting cadence initially and then switching to quarterly. The next meeting of the Traffic Safety Committee was set for Monday, April 6, at 6 p.m. 
PARKING ASSESSMENT UPDATE
Mr. Jones provided a brief update on the parking assessment, stating that work was underway by City Engineer Kori Neely. The public works department had provided here with the necessary street widths, and she was in the process of collecting and analyzing the parking data. Mr. Jones expects the study to be completed in the next few months. 
TRAFFIC CALMING REQUESSTS
Mr. Johnson provided the Committee with a log of the traffic calming requests he had received over the last nine months. 
ADJOURNMENT
